After years of effort by the predecessors to start Bible classes and equip Chinese
preachers, the Ecclesia Bible Institute was then founded in 1947 in the Yee Lok
Village in Guangzhou, China. The institute was relocated to Hong Kong in the early
1950s. It was first moved to Cheung Chau Island . In 1953, the Shatin campus was
being built and started using in 1954. In 2002, the seminary was relocated to its

current location in Tuen Mun.

In 1983, it began to offer four-year programme of Bachelor of Arts (in Biblical Studies)
to replace the three-year programme of Diploma in Theology. At the same time, it
changed its name to MAEcclesia Bible Collegeod
programme of Master of Pentecostal and Charismatic Studies. In 2000, it began to
offer Master of Divinity programme, and in the same year, it started English training
programmes in co-operation with the International Christian Assembly. In 2002, it
offered 1l-year Preparatory Class to bridge the high-school student into the B.Th.
programme. In 2004, it started Master of Christian Ministries programme. In 2006,
Doctor of Ministry programme was launched. In 2009, it began to offer a Higher
Certificate of Christian Ministries to replace the Preparatory Class. And in the same
year, Associate of Christian Ministries programme and Master of Ministries
programme were launched.
